I have just come back off holiday from Barbados and I 
would like to tell you that it was one of the best holidays I 
have ever had. I also visited the lodge on Barbados and 
was warmly welcomed by all the brothers in the lodge. I 
took some photos of the Brothers and their dispensation 
which I send to you.  

 
There was a visiting brother form GLE Croydon there as 
well and we were placed by the WSP Brother Andrew 
Wooding KOM during the meeting. 
 
I passed on fraternal greetings from the Grand President 
Brother Bob Bees ROH and all my fellow executive 
officers and Grand Council in general. We had an 

excellent and fun filled meeting and the rule and conduct 
of the lodge was handed over into my hands for a while, 
before the lodge shut I was asked to bring back and pass 
on the fraternal greetings from all the Brothers of 
Barbados to the Grand President and all Brothers of Grand 
Council.

started then to go over the rest of my chest and told me to 
take off my shirt so she could do my back and made me sit 
down on the kerb, (it was on a car park near the shops).

I gave her back her necklaces and 
politely told her where to go for the $200, she then said 
she was a professional and I should pay for the massage, 
while I am thinking on this and looking round to see if she 
was on her own, I told her she could have $20 (it was a 
good massage).  
We haggled for a bit and I just gave her the $20 and 
walked away, she politely shouted to me that she would be 
waiting for me when I came back and she would see me 
again, I inform ed her that she w ouldnôt as I w ould cross 
the road before she saw me. (Wonder how much it would 
have been for her company for the night, she was nice, I 
suppose I could have asked her to throw the price of the 
massage in, never know now) 
I did do a few things for the first time while I was there, 
like snorkelling and scuba diving, I went down 12 metres 
to some shipwrecks and I liked it very much the water was 
crystal clear. I also swam with turtles six of them when I 
went on a boat trip.
